Present:

1. Apologies received from Cllr Kyne. The Town Clerk updated that Cllr Lusty had not attended meetings for 6 months now, so would be writing to her. There will be 2 vacancies advertised in May.
2. Cllr Penny declared a pecuniary interest in payments, and a pecuniary interest in item 17 as the request is from his employer.
3. No new dispensation requests had been made
4. There was one member of the public present.
Resident said: Graffiti on PROW and in and around town. No policy in place at FODDC to deal with it. Cllr Whitburn will take it up with cabinet member Jackie Dale. Removing graffiti removes evidence. Resident asked if CTC have a policy. Cllr Penny responded that no, CTC do not have a policy. Cllrs have attended multi-agency issues with police, and who are aware of the perpetrators and have been in touch with them and their parents.

The resident also raised an issue with recent tree planting at Angel Vale. Cllr Penny responded that through the mandate, councillors are elected to take these decisions. The resident has taken out a Planning enforcement issue at FODDC, so CTC will not respond to this point while this is being investigated.

Cllr Elsmore said the Local Plan is still on track. Climathon is underway and looking at green initiatives.

Cllr Penny updated. Council discussed this and have asked for 5 years. Roof has 25 year warranty. Concrete should be harder wearing. If foundations are unstable, we would expect longer. It was proposed (MB), seconded (RD) and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: To ask contractor for a 10 year guarantee, if not accepted, ask what their insurance company will underwrite and accept that

Cllr Getgood updated. Marcus Perrin put Cllr Getgood in touch with Barry Bodin-Jones and FODDC will consider this in the car park area. Cllr M Cox updated that the water in the toilets is not potable. At this stage in this budget, it is not possible for FODDC. It could be considered at a later date. CTC to explore potable water connection at Bells Field, and site the phone box to connect that – this was already a historic recommendation.
