2. There were no declarations of interest declared in items on the agenda
3. There were no new dispensation requests received 
4. To agree the minutes of 30th September 2025
Cllr P Kay declared the minutes of the 30th of September to be correct.
Cllr C Elsmore seconded, and it was unanimously agreed. 
Cllr N Penny signed a copy of the minutes as a true and accurate account.
5. Matters arising from the minutes of 30th September 2025
Page 1: to bring FVAF / youth shelter back to next relevant Full Council meeting.
Page 2: Broadwell FC have requested another meeting re. hire charges of KGV.
6. There were no members of the public present

7. To agree Mann Williams costs for Clock Tower Restoration
The Town Clerk read aloud an email from Cllr M Beard, Clock Tower Committee Chair.
Cllr N Penny summarised the current position re. costs for restoration. 

Recommendation: to agree the Mann Williams estimate, as written.

Proposed by Cllr P Kay, seconded by Cllr S Cox and unanimously agreed

8. To agree DHVA proposed fees for RIBA stage 5 and 6
Cllr N Penny and the Town Clerk provided a summary around this item.

Recommendation: to accept the fees for the RIBA stage 5 and 6.

Proposed by Cllr A Fullerton, seconded by Cllr M Getgood and unanimously agreed

9. To consider quotes for pay-to-use toilet lock
Background was provided around this item, and quotes had been previously distributed.
After some discussion the following recommendation was agreed:

Recommendation: to not progress with pay-to-use but to implement and advertise radar key use on both the disabled and family toilet, to review over a 12-month period

Proposed by Cllr R Dix, seconded by Cllr S Cox and unanimously agreed

10. To consider Angus Buchanan oak plinth quote
Cllr N Penny updated members around the Angus Buchanan Bust that has been generously donated to Coleford Town Council. The Bust is in the process of being created and will need to be displayed on a plinth. 
A quote for the same type of plinth as in the Jesus College in Oxford had been distributed. 

Recommendation: to not progress with the oak plinth quote

Proposed by Cllr R Dix, seconded by Cllr D Stevens and unanimously agreed

To explore the creation of a plinth with the Community Shed.

11. To consider purchase of floodcube bags
Several quote options had been previously distributed to members. 

Recommendation: to proceed with option 2 for an amount of 40 cubes

Proposed by Cllr N Penny, seconded by Cllr P Kay and unanimously agreed

12. To review and agree possible grant submissions
The Town Clerk updated the room around this item. 
After some discussion the below recommendation was agreed:

Recommendation: for CTC office to apply for the Seed corn grant to bid for additional heritage tiles, and to explore with the Clock Tower

Proposed by Cllr C Elsmore, seconded by Cllr D Stevens and unanimously agreed

13. To consider Bale Memorial Play Area boundary change
Background to this item was provided by Cllr N Penny and M Getgood and after much discussion the following was agreed: 

Recommendation: to explore a boundary change to include The Bale from West Dean to Coleford parish

Proposed by Cllr M Getgood, seconded by Cllr R Dix

The Town Clerk updated members of the urgent works needed to the Walnut tree at Walnut Close, following a routine tree audit. 
It was agreed to donate the wood from the removed limb. To explore with the community Shed.
