89. COLEFORD CEMETERY

Cut back overgrowth encroaching path to right hand side of entrance.

Grass over area where waste has been removed.

Report overhanging tree branches and dead boughs to St. John School Secretary.

Obtain tree surgeon inspection (adjacent section H).

Write again to owner of Sextons Lodge regarding condition of fence.

Renew “No dogs allowed” sign on front entrance to Cemetery.

Carry out annual seat inspection and remedy damage.

Remove overgrowth on driveway.

Arrange to obtain and erect Millennium yew tree plaque.

Obtain costings for provision of rose garden for scattering ashes.

 Obtain costings to cut back overgrowth of kerb marking paths.

90.  KING GEORGE V PAVILION/PLAYING FIELD

It was generally agreed that the condition and appearance of the building and play area was satisfactory and had improved during the year.

The following issues were raised and the Clerk was instructed to attend to accordingly: -

Remove torn/old green padded chairs and dispose of.

Replace screws with bolts in oil tank cover to prevent removal.

Arrange further cut back of hedges and bracken on perimeter of field where encroaching.

Members agreed to proceed with this agenda item first.

91.  COLEFORD DRAFT CHARACTER APPRAISAL

Declarations of interest were received from Councillors G. Sindrey, C. Lusty and J. Marrott all of whom own property within the existing conservation area.

Four letters had been received by the Town Council identifying objections and concerns regarding the District Councils Draft Character Appraisal.

The Deputy Mayor (acting Chairman) read the letters verbatim to the meeting.  Following discussion the Clerk was instructed to respond identifying the following objections and observations: -

· The Consultation Draft was produced in March 2001.  Why did it take until July 2002 

      to be brought to the attention of the Town Council.

· Several properties included in the proposed extension were built after others excluded 

      from it.  These have little or no significant value in conservation terms.  Could these 

      properties be hatched as excluded as others have been (i.e. Victoria Road).

· There are a number of properties within the parish that have not been identified on the 

      maps, i.e. The Old Girls School, Lords Hill and The Alms Houses, The Gorse.   Is it 

      possible to identify a number of smaller areas also, based on location rather than a 

      blanket approach extending from the Town Centre only.

· An explanation is required as to why the proposed extended conservation area could 

      not include the important Newland Street “Skewbridge” (and possibly the cottages on 

      the left hand side of Whitecliff immediately after the bridge). 

· The proposed timescale for consultation does not appear to allow for members of the 

      public, residents whose properties will be affected by the proposed extension or 

      indeed the Town Council to re-examine any modifications before being put to the 

      Environment Overview and Scrutiny Committee on 3rd October.  This is unacceptable 

      to the Town Council.  Consultation must include participation.  This document should 

      follow the example of the local plan with a 2nd draft being available for further 

      examination and approval, otherwise it is merely notification.
