The minutes of meetings of the Council held on Tuesday 24th September 2002 having been circulated were taken as read and signed by the Mayor as correct subject to Councillor Mrs. G. A. Camp’s members report to be amended to include report on Coleford Forum.

DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillor Mrs. J. A. Marrott declared an interest in Minute No.125 regarding GMTF Subscription rates and took no part in discussions.

Councillor Mrs. M. S. Cox declared an interest in Minute No. 124(g) regarding College direction signs and took no part in discussions.

POLICE REPORT

Chairman A. M. Lacey, Mayor, introduced P. C. Dix who gave the following crime figures for the period 01/10/02 – 31/10//02.

P. C. Dix told members that Operation Gemini had been active and very successful over the last month.  Police have also been giving advice to local shopkeepers about the positioning of stock to try and deter shoplifters.  The advice being given is to display the more expensive stock items (such as wines and spirits) in the furthest point from the front door.

Councillor Mrs. M. S. Cox voiced her concern over the new ‘call control centre’ after having a first hand experience in trying to report a burglary.  Councillor Cox told P. C. Dix that after 8 minutes of holding she gave up and decided to report the incident directly to Coleford Station.

P. C. Dix was asked what he thought a reasonable pickup time should be when ringing the control centre.  He told members that a call should be answered in the region of 10 – 15 seconds.  P. C. Dix told members that the new telephone system was a pilot in the Forest and that the complaint be put in writing to Inspector Desbois.  He went on to say that a high volume of calls going through to the call centre might affect pick up times, which would probably vary dependant on the time or day of the week.

Councillor Mrs. G. A. Camp stressed to P. C. Dix that the subject of how to contact the Police has been an issue at the Police & Community Consultative Committee meetings for many years, and various telephone numbers have been issued but the situation doesn’t seem to get any better. 

Members instructed the Clerk to write a letter to Inspector Desbois on behalf of the Town Council expressing concern and asking for clarification on how this phone system should work. 

Chairman Mr. A. M. Lacey read out to members a reply from MP Diana Organ on the issue of policing levels, the response included the following comments “the Town Council’s comments have been noted and that in the past the number of police officers did fall.  But this situation has now been reversed and that there is now the largest number of police officers in the Forest for decades.  Crime figures are also going down thanks partly to several new initiatives such as CCTV and the Rural Police Bus”.

Members voiced their concerns and Councillor Lacey asked P. C. Dix what his thoughts were.  He told members that Inspector Desbois was meeting MP Diana Organ on Friday 1st November.  Councillor Lacey expressed the need for Ms. Organ to clarify the accuracy of the figures that had been quoted.

Members requested that a letter be sent to Ms. Organ in time for the meeting with Inspector Desbois on Friday morning.  Councillor Mrs. G. A. Camp thanked P. C. Dix for his regular attendance at the monthly meetings and his ability to give answers to many of the awkward questions directed at him.

Councillor Lacey asked P. C. Dix to expand on an e-mail that had been received in the office.  P. C. Dix told members that during the past few weeks there had been a number of incidents reported whereby horses have had selective quantities of tail and mane hairs cut, these have all occurred in the Ellwood area with one owner experiencing three incidents.  It is not thought that the offenders have necessarily intended to cause harm to the animals, although clearly the horses have become nervous.  Some theories as to why these incidents are happening are – the hair is being used for hair extensions, animal glue and of course Halloween was nearly here.  Horse owners need to be extra vigilant and report anything suspicious.

P. C. Dix went onto update members on several issues that Inspector Desbois had been asked to comment on.

1. Traffic Wardens:  two traffic wardens are doing weekly visits around the various towns.

2. Officers ignoring traffic offences:  traffic offences are dealt with as and when they are found, unless officers are going to and from an incident.  In some cases discretion is used with the motorist being issued a warning.

Minor traffic offences were discussed at great length.  Members were concerned over the apparent disregard shown by officers overlooking minor traffic offences.  P. C. Dix assured members that Police discretion often played a part in the action taken.  Traffic Wardens have been made aware of the traffic ‘hot spots’ in the Town Centre.

Councillor M. T. Weston made P. C. Dix aware that he had reported an incident that had taken place in Rocky Lane, between Newland and the Buchanan Recreation ground, regarding a man carrying an air rifle.  Councillor Weston, being aware of other incidents in that area asked the man to leave.  Councillor Weston duly reported the incident to the Police.

Councillor C. T. Elsmore reported that the speed signs on the A48 coming out of Gloucester were incorrect.

Councillor C. Lusty reported that a particular vehicle had been regularly driving the wrong way down Boxbush Road.

P. C. Dix left the meeting at 7.50pm.

MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES NOT SHOWN ON THE AGENDA

124(a).
PHASE 3 PROPOSALS – REPLY FROM COUNTY COUNCIL TRAFFIC MANAGER
Mr. Waters wrote that he was very pleased to have the Town Council’s positive input into the design of Phase 3, a copy of which has been forwarded to Halcrow for further investigation and consideration.  His comments included the following.

“Issues such as relocating private access to the cellar of Caragh Flats can be particularly difficult to economically achieve and are often fraught with legal problems.  However the matter will be discussed further with Mr. Brian Morgan.”

Councillor P. A. Morgan thought that the Caragh Flats issue might be able to be resolved quite easily with the owner.

DRAFT CONSERVATION AREA CHARACTER APPRAISAL – REPORT ON MEETING 08/10 (PLANNING MEETING)

Councillor A. M. Lacey told members that he thought the meeting with Bill Cronin had proved beneficial and that Bill was very helpful.  Copies of the minutes were circulated for member’s information.

It would be useful to compile a list of properties that are not Listed Buildings but where it would be desirable for their present visual form to be preserved.  FODDC Planners should be made aware that the Town Council would not look kindly on any major alterations being made to these properties.

THE COLEFORD PROJECT – UPDATE ON MOSAIC CLEANING CONTRACT

A letter was sent to Allianz Cornhill regarding provisos being added to Forest Equipment Services quotation stating limited liability.  The reply stated that the insurance would not cover what is ultimately Forest Equipment Services liability.


The certificate of co-efficient of friction readings, meeting BS 5395 Part 1 as a slip resistant surface has now been received and has been forwarded to Allianz Cornhill.


Cleaning fluid has been purchased from Markerfold Ltd of Sling and arrangements are now being made to discuss the cleaning contract with Clive Hinton, Forest Equipment Services.

LIDDELL & ASSOCIATES – COMMUTED SUM – UPDATE ON SITE MEETING 17/10

A site meeting at the existing play area within the Stepbridge Estate at Milkwall took place on the 17th October 2002.  Present were Councillor Mrs. M. S. Cox, Mrs. J. A. Marrott, Mr. Clive Reynolds – FODDC Senior Planning Officer, Mr. Rob Sweet – FODDC Planning Assistant (Countryside), PC Bob Lloyd – Crime Reduction Officer FOD and Mr. Richard Liddell of Liddell & Associates, Architects of proposed development.


The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the commuted sum amount that the applicant would be prepared to contribute towards the existing play area.


The FODDC has proposed a figure of £23,000, which Mr. Liddell stated he would appeal against.


Mr. Tim O’Donovan from Monmouthshire County Council has been asked to prepare an independent report on the play area and commuted sum.

COLLEGE DIRECTION SIGNS – REPLY FROM COUNTY HIGHWAYS

Councillor Mrs. M. S. Cox declared an interest and took no part in discussions.  Mr. N. Maxfield, County Highways writes, that although he realises that the RFODC has many facilities available to the public, the existing signs are deemed satisfactory.


Even if it was possible to erect a sign at the junction of Staunton Road and Sunnybank, (which incidentally would necessitate the erection of additional signage at Berry Hill Pike), he remains unconvinced that this would solve the problem when ‘potential’ customers can enter and leave Coleford on any one of six roads.


He feels that by giving extra information by means of a map and accurate directions remains the best way of ensuring that strangers to the area find the college without problem.


He regrets that he is unable to accede to the request for additional signs and is willing to discuss the matter further to explain the reasons in more detail.


Resolved:  Members felt that this response was poor and requested that the matter be raised as an agenda item at the next Highways & Traffic meeting on the 7th November.

125. GLOUCESTERSHIRE MARKET TOWNS FORUM – SUBSCRIPTION RATES 2002/03
Councillor Mrs. J. A. Marrott declared an interest and took no further part in

discussions.

Members were asked to consider paying the subscription fee for the year 2002/03, which will be £600.00.  There is £1000.00 that has been set aside in the budget.

Resolved:  Subscription agreed.

126. FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT – PUBLICATION SCHEME
Coleford Town Council acknowledges the duty placed upon it by The Freedom of Information Act 2000 to adopt and maintain a publication scheme.  The Council resolves to adopt the Model Publication Scheme for Local Councils (core classes only).

127. HERS GRANT OFFER – TOWN CLOCK AND CROSS
The application for the grant towards the cost of repairs to The Cross and Clock Tower has now been considered, and has been successful, subject to conditions.

Balance to Clock Tower repairs is £3597.00.  There is £1400.00 already in the budget.  Members were asked to consider taking the extra funds required from contingencies.

Resolved:  Members agreed that £2200.00 to be taken from contingencies and that the repairs to the cross are left until further information obtained.  The Clerk to contact Bill Cronin with regard to the condition of starting the works within 3 months from the 30/10/02 to request this be extended due to the Christmas Lights that will be on the Clock Tower until mid January 2003.

128. GRASSCUTTING CONTRACT – SPECIFICATION OF WORKS
The current Grasscutting and Maintenance Contract is due to expire on 31/3/2003.

A copy of the original Grasscutting and Maintenance specification was circulated to members prior to the meeting for examination and any comments.

Several complaints had been received in the last year regarding the grass cuttings being left in an untidy mess and/or covering headstones.

After examining the invoices from P. Adams, the required number of cuts as per the specification have been carried out.  This concludes that a) either the number of cuts per annum needs to be increased or b) much more emphasis needs to be placed on the requirement to rake and clear cuttings exceeding the stated height.

Phil Adams has advised the Clerk that a mulching deck is available to purchase that shreds the cuttings into very fine pieces and evenly spreads them, his intention is to purchase this machine for future use.

After much discussion members resolved that it should be specified on the tender that the graves should be strimmed in between and all cuttings made tidy.  It was also resolved that the Town Centre section in the tender could now be omitted.

131. COLEFORD CEMETERY – REPLACEMENT WASTE BINS
Quotations have been received for supplying 3 wheelie bins for use in Coleford Cemetery to replace the existing skip, which is deemed too small.

The cost to supply and empty these bins is the same as to have the skip supplied and emptied, but the bins hold a larger cubic capacity than the skip.

Resolved:  Following discussion and a vote it was agreed that the skip should be replaced with the bins, which should be anchored.

132. SLCC TRAINING COURSE – DEPUTY CLERK
The Society of Local Council Clerks is offering a course entitled ‘Working With Your Council’.  It is aimed at Clerks, Deputy Clerks and administrators and is a home study course, which is an introduction to the basics of the local council role and is available on CD.

The cost of this course is £130.00.

Resolved:  Members agreed to the Deputy Clerk undertaking the course.

133. CHRISTMAS CONCERT 2002 – UPDATE
The Deputy Clerk updated members on the arrangements for the Senior Citizens Christmas Concert, which is to take place on 2nd December.

The venue has been confirmed as Forest Hills Golf Club, Mile End, for which no charge is being made.  Invitations were ready to be sent out to sheltered housing and clubs.

Councillor Mrs. J. A. Marrott asked the Deputy Clerk to ascertain if the Over 80’s Club were able to attend as their Christmas Lunch normally takes place on the same day.

Resolved:  Deputy Clerk to contact Over 80’s Club organiser Mrs. Brenda Powell.

Councillor Mr. C. P. Kay left the meeting at 8.45pm.

134. FOREST OF DEAN PARTNERSHIP – SECOND CONFERENCE 13/11
The Forest of Dean Partnership is holding a second conference on the 13th November at the Whitemead Forest Park, Parkend.  The main issues to be discussed will include an update of the work that has been undertaken since the first conference in February.

The Partnership has invited a representative from Coleford Town Council to attend the event.

135. ETHICAL FRAMEWORK AND CODE OF CONDUCT – PRESENTATION BY MR. ALAN ROBERTSON
Mr. Alan Robertson has offered to make a presentation of the ethical framework and code of conduct to the members of Coleford Town Council.  He has made the presentation to a number of authorities in Gloucestershire and elsewhere.

He is offering to make the presentation free of charge because he is aware that the District Council is not presently offering parishes any training and he would like to reciprocate Janet Marrott’s help earlier this year when preparing his material.

Resolved:  The Clerk to arrange a presentation to new members in May.

136. COLEFORD CEMETERY – REMOVAL OF BEECH TREE – QUOTATIONS
In reply to the copy of the report that the Town Council sent to Mr. Rob Sweet – FODDC, he states that on the grounds of public safety, the Town Council is obliged to pursue the removal of this tree.  The tree is not protected by a Tree Preservation Order, nor is it located within a Conservation area.  On this basis there is no requirement to seek the consent of the FODDC to be able to fell the tree.

As to using the hulk of the tree for a sculpture, he has no objections in principle, but would suggest the danger be removed from the public prior to doing this.

A letter has been received from Alan and Jayne Bowkett regarding the closure notices that have been issued on Oakdene and Dean Hall Schools.

A protest march has been arranged for Saturday 2nd November starting at 10.30am at the Park in Lower High Street Cinderford.

145. FODDC – OVERHANGING TREES – BUCHANAN RECREATION GROUND
A letter has been received from Mr. Rob Sweet FODDC regarding the above.  Many of the trees within the ground are subjects of Tree Preservation Orders.  Any works other than the removal of deadwood would require the submission of an application/s under the TPO.

He suggests that a Tree Surgeon be consulted to ensure that the proposals not only achieve adequate clearance of the roadway, but also maintain the integrity and health of the trees concerned.

146. GAPTC – TRAINING AND INFORMATION EVENT 20/11/02
This training and information event on Recent Legislation is to take place at The Town Hall, Malmesbury.  Councillor Mrs. J. A. Marrott and The Clerk to attend.

147. ROAD CLOSURE NOTIFICATION – SCOWLES
The closure of route 3/23 from its junction with the b4228 Staunton Road at Crossways for approximately 200 metres towards the Scowles, is due to take place from 25th November for one week.

Reason for Closure: To install new storm water drain.

Members resolved to extend the meeting until 9.40pm.

148. MEMBERS REPORTS
Councillor Mr. G. Sindrey informed members that he had been approached by a member of the public, regarding the power cuts that had recently occurred.  In some cases it had taken 16 hours to restore power which was unacceptable due to the fact that these power losses had not occurred in adverse weather conditions.   He enquired if the Town Council would send a letter to Ofgen on behalf of the parish.  Councillor Mike Lacey said that the government only act on losses of at least 18 hours. 

Councillor Sindrey also reported on the progress of the Parish Newsletter.  He was still awaiting a couple of articles and would hope to have a draft copy for members to read at the November meeting.

Councillor Mr. P. A. Morgan asked the Clerk to put possible seating along the pathway running to the Railway Museum on the November agenda.

Councillor Mr. C. T. Elsmore updated members on the Highway Maintenance and Traffic Management Seminar for Parish Councils that he had attended on the 28th October.  He also asked the Clerk if there was any further update regarding the corner of land adjacent to Costcutters.

Councillor Mrs. G. A. Camp informed members that she and Dr. Camp had attended a recent Road Safety Liaison Group meeting where the speeding and traffic lights on the A4136 at Five Acres was discussed.  Other Parishes have submitted similar concerns and the County Council is looking into the matter.  Councillor Camp left a ‘Rural Policing Handbook’ in the office for member’s inspection.

Councillor Mr. M. T. Weston asked that the sewerage problem at Crossways be put on the November agenda.

Councillor Mr. C. Lusty reported to member’s that:

· There had not been any incidents at the Buchanan Recreation Ground over the last 4 weeks.

· He had attended the CAB annual general meeting on the 14th October 2002.

· Councillor Lusty also attended Social Services meeting on the 7th November regarding the modernising of its day services for people with learning disabilities.  This programme is in line with the Government’s White Paper: “Valuing People” and the Department’s Best Value review of its Day Services.
