The Mayor, Councillor Mrs J Marrott welcomed Mr Brian Gash, Gloucestershire Re-integration Service and PC Bob Lloyd, Crime Reduction Officer, Gloucestershire Constabulary, to the meeting and paid tribute to the late Mr Cyril Elsmore who had attended the Annual Assembly of the Council for many years and will be sadly missed.
MR B GASH, GLOUCESTERSHIRE RE-INTEGRATION SERVICE

Mr Gash explained that his organisation helped former Class A drug addicts who had been successfully treated and were ready to move back into the community through a re-integration programme.  To enable a successful outcome to the programme ‘Dry’ housing accommodation must be found and help to find work leading to the client having their own accommodation.  A client who reaches this stage has a very low likelihood of re-offending.

The house in Albert Road is to help complete the breaking of the cycle of using drugs, a chaotic life in the community, custody and re-offending.  Regular in-house testing and monitoring of the residents will take place.  Anyone found to test positive and behave inappropriately will be removed from the property. 

Funding for the purchase of a property had been made available by the Forest of Dean District Council to Wyedean Housing and the Albert Road property had been the first property on the market to meet Gloucestershire Re-integration Services specification and was within the budget.  It is the only such accommodation in the Forest of Dean.  

In answering members questions and concerns regarding the Coleford project Mr Gash advised that:

A ‘Dry’ house near a school in another area of the county had had no problems in the three years their project had been running.

Clients would be tested once or twice a week to ensure they are clean of drugs.  Because they knew the dangers of drug use this group of people were the least dangerous to children. The house would be monitored regularly.

The police were aware of the situation and were committed to ensure the house does not give problems.

West Gloucestershire Primary Care Trust would find a General Practitioner to take on the clients.

Clients would pay rent and an application would be made to ‘Supporting People’ fund for supervision and care as the project was covered in their strategic plan.

Clients from the Forest of Dean would have priority for places.  If there are vacancies the places can be filled from other areas of Gloucestershire.

Clients are not tenants but are on licence and, when judged ready to leave the project, no Social Housing would be made available for them, they would have to get housing in the same way as anyone else. Clients from outside the area do not acquire local rights for preference in housing.   

Schools are designed to be local and it is very difficult to find any accommodation not near a school.  The concerns raised had been appreciated but experience and evidence had shown that there will not be a problem.  A proportion of the children in the school will become offenders and some will have experience of offending already.    

In giving wholehearted support to the project a member felt it was a shame so many members were negative. Further support was given to the project. Mr Gash advised that he had met with school governors and he was happy to also speak with the Children’s Opportunity Centre management.  An Open Day at 32 Albert Road was planned and everyone was welcome to attend.

The Mayor, Councillor Mrs J A Marrott thanked Mr Gash for listening to the concerns expressed and stated that whilst agreeing in principle with the project the Council had concerns regarding its location.

Mr Gash thanked members for listening and stated that he would come back at any time to give a progress report and left the meeting.
