123. Public Forum

The Chair of Walkers are Welcome attended and gave a brief update on how the organisation has been progressing. Cllr Penny thanked the Chair and she was invited to give a broader update at the next Marketing & Regeneration Committee meeting.

125. Matters arising from the minutes of 30 August 2022 

There were no matters arising.
126. Reports from District and County Councillors

County Cllr Allaway-Martin updated on events surrounding the death of HM Queen Elizabeth II. She discussed the new budget for April and the impact on supporting adult social care. There will be discussions in the coming week around Warm Hubs or using libraries for warmth. Four care homes have been closed and the state has secured the buildings.
District Councillor Elsmore updated on events surrounding the death of HM Queen Elizabeth II at Gloucester Cathedral, and a new handbook being developed to deal with the emergency system.
7:15pm Cllrs. Penny and Holloway left the meeting, Cllr M Cox took the Chair.
127. To agree Payments

After some discussion, it was proposed and unanimously agreed to make all payments, including verbally presented invoices, subsequent to the Payments Listing sent out to Members, except for £2500 to the CAB, as we are still awaiting reports for Q1. Total payments: £35,212.77 (includes £2502.14 paid to BT which was later agreed under agenda item 138)

130. To note monthly Budget Figures

The RFO presented the budget figures, explaining some variances and invited questions. Budget figures were noted. RFO also drew to councillors’ attention to the precept which has now been fully received for the year.
131. To note CTC’s response to the passing of The Late Queen Elizabeth II
Coleford Town Council marked the passing of HM Queen Elizabeth II and has received grateful thanks from members of the public. There were over 128 entries in the book of condolence, a service of thanksgiving was held around the Clock Tower, observing the national silence, a floral garden of remembrance was opened, and a letter was sent from CTC to His Majesty King Charles III. Thanks was noted to contractors, Neal Harden for managing the flag raising and lowering, CTC office staff, councillors, GAPTC and FODDC for their help and support during the period. 
Cllr Allaway-Martin will check whether the book of condolences will go to county archives.
132. To agree to setting a budget provision for the Coronation of King Charles III

CTC will have to use unbudgeted income or reserves if the Coronation is within this financial year, however, it is likely to be within May or June, therefore will fall into next year’s budget and can be planned for. It was noted that His Majesty King Charles III’s coronation will be a slimmed down affair and we should reflect that. It was proposed and unanimously agreed:
Recommendation: To budget £20k for the Coronation to include a memento for children within the parish and to look at a lasting commemoration within that budgeted amount.

The FODDC Local Plan was reviewed. It was asked for it to be added that we strengthen infrastructure before agreeing to future housing, and consider solar streets to help tackle climate change. Given that the statistics on housing completions are not yet available for Coleford, it is likely that we will have higher rates of increase than surrounding towns (excluding Lydney), and infrastructure vs development needs to be considered cumulatively.
