Reports from District and County Councillors

GCC Cllr. Allaway-Martin updated that they are looking at the GCC budget and what to carry forward. Regarding the cost of living crisis, libraries have been allocated as warm spaces. Coleford library was the first hub to have an IT section, which is now outdated – a refit will be done after Christmas. The Robin Bus Service went live last week.
District Cllr. Allaway-Martin updated that Full Council had happened last week. There was still time to get on the electoral register.

District Cllr. Elsmore updated that Forestry England have not completed their investigations, but a public meeting will be held in December at Speech House, with the ability to join virtually too. The Robin Bus Service has gone live and serves the Southern Forest. There has been little publicity at the moment, perhaps this can be added to CTC’s website to publicise. Customers phone ahead an hour beforehand to order the service and it will pick up and drop off at existing bus stops. Anyone can use the service and bus passes are accepted.
