5. To agree the minutes of 26 March 2024
It was proposed and unanimously agreed that the minutes were a true and accurate record

6. Matters arising from the minutes of 26 March 2024
There were no matters arising

7. To consider quotes for additional works at 4, Mushet Walk, including:

a. Ceiling insulation
Cllr Penny updated. It was proposed (Cllr P Kyne) and unanimously agreed:


Recommendation: To accept the quote for ceiling insulation at 150mm

b. New disabled toilet
Cllr Penny updated. It was proposed (Cllr Beard) and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: To accept the quote for installation of the disabled toilet and also for the separate quote for flooring

Cllr Penny updated. It was proposed (Cllr M Cox) and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: To defer the quote for a new front door for now. Ask the landlord if they will service it. If a service is required, we accept a cost for service into the hundreds.

d. Understairs cupboard shelving quote.

Cllr Penny updated. Cllr Penny proposed and it was unanimously agreed:

8. To consider KGV accessibility improvements, including:

a. Quotes for ramp and Tarmac
Cllr Penny updated. User who has requested improvements understands that funding all recommended improvements is going to be difficult. He states the priority is to access the building and not tarmacking the area for disabled parking. 

Re: ramp works. After some discussion, it was proposed (Cllr P Kay) and unanimously agreed:
Recommendation: To accept the cheaper quote of £10,100 subject to clarification of guarantee of works, using earmarked funding.

Re: tarmacking parking area. After some discussion, it was proposed and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: To defer this section of works and take specialist advice regarding specification for tarmac from Barnwood Trust

Re: path connecting tarmac to front of containers. After some discussion, it was proposed and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: To defer as above

b. External Lighting
The Town Clerk updated re: the accessibility report recommendations. It was proposed and unanimously agreed:
Recommendation: To ask our electrician to quote for PIR external lighting

9. To receive update re: Eurovision, and agree next steps
Cllr Penny updated.
Ask cinema to run Box Office – c.£2.5k for cinema, c.£300 for décor. Budget c.£3.1k total.

Tickets issued by cinema.
Cllr M Cox to figure out post codes to be invited.

Potential wrist bands to allow people to come and go.

Cinema’s PLI to cover it.

2 weeks for allocation of tickets

Cllr N Penny could ask cinema to hold tickets for an hour and then reallocate?

Cllr K Robbins to speak to shops and schools re: windows and decorations

13. To agree quote for re-stocking shrub area at Bells
Cllr Penny updated. It was proposed (Cllr Penny) and unanimously agreed:

Recommendation: Subject to clarifying that they are robust established plants not fledglings, and contractor to replace plants that fail to take (not through vandalism), ask contractor to re-quote in August to plant in September/October. CTC to explore community volunteers to water plants.

14. To consider quote for re-seeding KGV pitch
Cllr Penny updated. It was proposed (Cllr Elsmore) and unanimously agreed:
Recommendation: To accept the quote

Seconded: Cllr Getgood
15. To consider request re: Angel Vale hedge/fence
The Town Clerk updated. There was concern around it being an open plan estate.
Recommendation: To decline the request
(7 agreed, 4 abstained)

Go back to resident and see if we can dissuade local children.

16. To consider a climbing wall for August Events
The Town Clerk updated. It was discussed going to Camp Hill Crest to have Skate Jam on the same weekend too. It was proposed (Cllr Penny) and unanimously agreed:

Re: climbing wall

Recommendation: To agree to the climbing wall and also explore costs for Skate Jam and for them to be contemporaneous

Recommendation: To defer – ask if HAF will fund – Adam to speak to Courtney
17. To agree to sign the Easement re: access through Angus Buchanan to KGV
Cllr Penny updated. Proper Officer recommended to sign. Cllr Penny proposed and it was unanimously agreed:
Recommendation: To sign the deed of Easement
Seconded: Cllr Kyne

18. To note the Cemetery capacity
The Town Clerk updated on works and calculations completed so far. There are 35 years if the NBG and Cemetery. Further work to do to calculate if we do not fill the pathways we have left, should we move into the neighbouring field. Bring back to next FC.

Cllr Penny updated re: FES reports and ROSPA reports. FES standard is supported by ROSPA. Sylvan Close dismantle elements of swing for maintenance regime. Angel Vale LEAP has an issue with missing parts on the carousel. FES to work through recommendations. Draw attention of Coalway Rec Ground to the trust, that action is required. Cllr M Cox asked why was play area closed on FES report – office to clarify
20. To note the completion of works on pavilion roof
Town Clerk updated. Ask for a new guarantee for 20 years from this date – on headed paper.

21. To note TIC stock take
Cllr Penny updated. Less than 1% loss. Typical retails are around 4%. Not accounting error.
