Item 6: Page Youth Activity

Cllr. Drury sought further clarification re: Youth Activities, partnership working, and it was suggested that this could be considered further through a Working Group, as part of wider activities with organisations..

Item 8, Page 1: Website

Cllr. M Cox updated, and for the Office to progress, e.g. population, and development, and to then arrange a further / final meeting with Developers to formally review, and hand over.

Item 9, Page 2: Newsletter

Some feedback from residents having not seen most recent Newsletter, and for Town Clerk to consult Councillors where there may have been problems.  After further discussion, it was further agreed that this was part of the wider Comms. Strategy, and that the Communication Working Group should be re-established urgently, to include website, and wider Community Engagement issues .e.g. social media, Market Stalls, oth3er event opportunities, and consultations e.g. Phone Boxes, Clock Tower, and also  Councillor roles serving Parishioners, etc.

7. To consider CTC’s Expression of Interest (EOI) re: UK Shared Prosperity Fund (SPF); and to make recommendations, as necessary, regarding submission to FoDDC, noting 19 June 22 deadline.  

Cllr. Penny summarised, and all Councillors had already had background papers re; UK Shared Prosperity Fund (SPF), and this meeting, after much discussion, focused on a specific ‘bid’ re: Professional services role to support, assist, enable Coleford Town Council to progress its projects, through sustainability stages, taking these to ‘delivery stage.

The Town Clerk captured the essence of a ‘bid’, under tis Fund and, it light of tight deadline (19 June 22) it was proposed, and unanimously agreed for Town Clerk to urgently prepare, and circulate for comment, to submit in time.
