	We note the comments from the Conservation Officer and in the Design and Access Statement regarding the under-use of a heritage asset and acknowledge that the site is currently under-utilised. 

While Policy CTC4 seeks to retain retail and service uses within the Conservation Area, policy wording specifically states that a change from ‘retail’ to residential use will not be supported. As this proposal relates to a service use rather than retail, it does not directly conflict with the policy.

The Town Council considers the proposal would not harm the heritage asset and may be treated as an acceptable exception to Policy CTC4. 

We also note that the proposed change of use would not result in a loss of employment, as employees of the existing business would be able to work from home.
